Mains water is
pure at the point of delivery, but particularly vulnerable to infection once it enters the
slow-moving water lines in hot poultry sheds.

Understanding water treatment options

Effective water treatment depends on the right system set-up and the correct chemicals
maintained at the right dosing.

System choices

The choice of system set-up varies from farm to farm, but essentially there is the choice of
central water treatment after the water storage tanks, or treatment at the point of
entrance to each individual poultry house.

Central treatment at the pump shed is simpler and less expensive to set up initially, as it
involves less equipment and enables all treatment to be carried out in one place.

Treatment at each flock shed involves a more expensive and complex set-up, but it
provides far greater flexibility and control of water quality for each house situation.

Chemical choices

The choice of chemicals is a critical part of water treatment with widely differing
effectiveness in key performance areas. Across all performance criteria, the cutting-edge
Huwa-San stabilised Hydrogen Peroxide provides the most dependable results in
delivering clean water.
